Also on offer are guaranteed performance opportunities to ensure the spotlight continues to shine
after the Showdown, including new music festival Hometown Fest, the iconic Gympie Music Muster
and a paid performance at Ekka 2020.

A win in this competition means a boost to an artist’'s music career, with previous winner Blake
O’Connor going on to become Toyota’s Star Maker for 2019, recently touring Australia with country
music couple Brooke McClymont and Adam Eckersley as well as releasing his debut self-titled EP in
June 2018.

RNA Chief Executive Brendan Christou said the Ekka was about celebrating Queensland’s best and
encouraging talent and development throughout all industries, including the arts.

“The competition has unearthed some brilliant talent and the music industry has once again thrown
its support behind the Showdown by offering fantastic prizes for the winners.”
